I believe with all my heart that Donald Trump is the 
man chosen by God to restore America to greatness.

Clinton.    

On Election Day, November 8, 2016, Hillary Clinton 
led in the polls by several percentage points. She won 
the popular vote but lost the Electoral College by a 
landslide. I watched the returns until Donald J Trump 
was declared the next president of the United States a 
little after 2:00 A.M. central time. As I awoke the next 
morning, I distinctly heard the voice of the Spirit of 
God saying, “I will restore thy judges as at the first.” I 
knew for the first time that God had given us Donald J. 
Trump to be the 45th president of the United States of 
America.

Donald Trump was very successful as president, but he 
governed the same way he had campaigned, “hueing to 
the line, and letting the chips fall where they may.” Our 
nation enjoyed four years of peace and prosperity 
under the government of a very crude president. He 
was known for his vicious “tweets” and name calling, 
which made him many enemies. At the same time, he 
became a great friend to Israel, and won the hearts of 
the evangelical Christians in America.

Jesus told 
us, however, that these words can only be received 
and understood by revelation. When Peter said to 
Jesus, “Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living 
God” Matthew 16:16, Jesus said to him, as I 
paraphrase, “You are blessed, Peter! The Father in 
Heaven has revealed this to you! This revelation of 
who I am is the rock I will build my church upon, 
and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.”

  Jesus began his earthly ministry during a time of 
great expectation among the Jewish people. Every 
Jew in Jerusalem and in all of Judea heard of the 
coming of “The Christ” for their entire lifetime. It 
was preached almost every Sabbath Day in the 
Synagogues, and they even knew by the scriptures 
of the prophet Daniel the exact year that He would 
appear. The Jews dearly loved the thought of 
seeing “the Christ,” their Messiah. They knew by 
heart the prophecy of His appearing. He would 
“…finish the transgression, make an end of sins, 
make reconciliation for iniquity, and bring in 
everlasting righteousness.” Daniel 9:24. It is true 
they did not know how He would do these things, 
but the prospect of “freedom” from the tyranny of 
Rome was enough to excite the entire nation, and 
this was the year for Him to appear. 

    Consider the promise: Christ would “make an 
end of sins” and “bring in everlasting 
righteousness.” Look at it again: “No more sin” I 
John 3:5-6, but “righteousness, peace, and joy” Romans 

14:17. There would be no more “struggle” to stop 
sinning, because the same one who died on the 
cross to “take away our sin” John 1:29, is the same 
one who said to us “Come to me, and I will give 
you rest” Matthew 11:28. The glorious rest of God's 
people is not “in sin,” but rather “from sin.” Sin 

to achieve their goals.  

The prophet Isaiah gave us three verses which describe 
the moral condition of America under Joe Biden. 

“How is the faithful city become an harlot! it was full 
of judgment; righteousness lodged in it; but now 
murderers. Thy silver is become dross, thy wine mixed 
with water: Thy princes are rebellious, and 
companions of thieves: every one loveth gifts, and 
followeth after rewards: they judge not the fatherless, 
neither doth the cause of the widow come unto them.” 
Isaiah 1:21-23

thy judges as at the first, and thy counsellors as at the 
beginning: afterward thou shalt be called, The city of 
righteousness, the faithful city.” Isaiah 1:24-26 

In Donald Trump's first administration, he gave us two 
hundred thirty-four originalist federal judges, including 
three on the Supreme Court. This fulfilled the words I 
heard from God the morning after his election. In fact, 
this is his lasting legacy, because everything else has 
been destroyed.

  We must understand that true Christianity is not a 
“religious philosophy.” If reduced to a philosophy, 
it is the weakest of all religions, but true 
Christianity is not a “religion;” it is “life in Christ 
Jesus.” Romans 8:2. Christ is not a sinner, and as the 
Apostle John said, “Whosoever abideth in Him 
sinneth not” I John 3:5-6. This is an absolute truth of 
the gospel of Christ, which we must preach if we 
are to see the people “saved from sin.” Our nation 
is held in the balances with no possible political 
answer. The future, whether good or evil, is in the 
hands of the church. What will we do with it?

  In the great awakening of the 18th century, 
Jonathan Edwards, who became the president of 
Princeton University, preached the message 
“Sinners in the hands of an angry God.” Grown 
men were so convicted of sin they fell into the 
aisles crying, “My God Mister Edwards, what can 
we do?”
